The Hirer will:-

ADVANCE \D 6.0
a.seq level2 \h \r0 
Use the Property and the Contents in a careful and proper manner including:- 

· keeping the Property in a clean and tidy state

· (if used) pay for the use of the telephone.
· permit the Owner access during the day for the purposes of cleaning and collecting mail.

· place refuse and re-cyclable items in the appropriate  bins provided

Not:-

· unless agreed with the Owner, use the telephone lines in the Property .

· damage or injure the Property or make any alterations or additions to it.
· permit others to sleep in the Property so that the number staying exceeds that declared
· do anything which may be or become a nuisance or annoyance to the Owner or the occupiers of neighbouring property or which may invalidate any insurance of the Property
· keep any animal or bird in or at the Property

At the end of the hire:- 

· leave the property on  or before the last day of the hire
· leave all Contents in their original position
· return the Property to the Owner removing all rubbish and all the Hirer’s possessions and other items brought by him onto the Property

· pay for the repair, decoration or replacement (as appropriate) of the Property or such of its Contents as shall be broken, lost, damaged or destroyed during the Letting (fair wear and tear accepted

· return the keys to the Property to the Owner or to her agent

The Owner will:-

· provide clean linen weekly

· upon notification, take steps as soon as is possible to repair any faults with the Contents to make them safe or usable subject but the Owner is not responsible for any delay due  to the un-availability of tradesmen and spare parts or failure to attend as instructed

· promptly return the deposit to the Hirer at the end of the hire subject to 4.b

Deposit


a.
once the Hirer has signed this Agreement and paid the Deposit the Hirer is liable for the full Rent and should make appropriate insurance arrangements to cover cancellation. If the Owner is able to re-let then the initial payment is forfeit but subsequent Rent for any re-let period will be refunded.

the Owner may deduct such reasonable sums as may be necessary to pay any sums due to the Owner or to compensate her for any breach of this Agreement by the Hirer
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
